Proposed language to amend California Code of Regulations section 2620 as follows:

82620 Education and Training Credits

The Board’s evaluation of a candidate’s training and educational experience is based on the following table:

Experience Description Max. Practice Max.

(a) Experience Equivalent:

(1) Degree in landscape architecture from 4 years
an approved school.

(2) Degree in landscape architecture from 3 years
a non-approved school.

(3) Extension certificate in landscape 2 years
architecture from an approved school.

(4) Associate degree in landscape 1 year
architecture from a community college

which consists of at least a 2-year

curriculum.

(SLE_xt_ension certificate as specified in 4 years
subdivision (a)(3) and a degree from a

university or college which consists of a

4-year curriculum.

(6) Associate degree from a college 3 years
specified in subdivision (a)(_4t)_ and an

extension certificate as specified in

subdivision (a)(3) of this section.

(7) Partial completion of a degree in 1 year
landscape architecture from an approved

school.

(8) Partial completion of an extension 1 year

certificate in landscape architecture from an
approved school where the applicant has a
degree from a university or college which
consists of a four-year curriculum.

(9) A degree in architecture which consists 1 year
of at least a four-year curriculum that has

been accredited by the National

Architectural Accrediting Board.

(10) Self-employment as, or employment 5 years
by, a landscape architect licensed in the

jurisdiction where the experience

occurred shall be granted credit on a

100% basis.

(11) Self-employment as, or employment by, 1 year
a licensed architect or registered civil

engineer in the jurisdiction where the

experience occurred shall be granted credit

on a 100% basis.




f_12) Self-employment as a California 4 years
icensed landscape contractor or a licensed

Iandscaﬁe contractor in another jurisdiction

where the scope of practice for landscape

contracting is equivalent to that allowed in

this State pursuant to Business and

Professions Code Section 7027.5 and Cal.

Code Regs. Title 16, Section 832.27 shall be

granted credit on a 100% basis.

(13) Teaching in a landscape architecture 1 year
degree program as specified in subdivisions

(2)(1),(2), and (4) of this section, under the

supervision of a licensed landscape architect.
